Why am I a Moose? Where is the money I spend at my Moose Lodge going ? Most people don’t really understand 
most of what being a moose really is. This is a small taste of what happens to your money when you decide to spend it 
your local Moose. 
 

Mooseheart is widely known as the City of Children.  It is a home and school owned and maintained by Moose Inter-
national near Aurora, Ill., for any qualifying child or teen in need of a stable home, admitted on a case-by-case basis.  
Mooseheart was founded in 1913 by the first Director General of the Order, James J. Davis. 
 

ACREAGE:  Mooseheart consists of roughly 1,000 acres, most contained within the boundaries of Main Street 
(Batavia) on the north, Illinois Route 31 on the east, Mooseheart Road on the south and Randall Road on the west.  Of 
this total, roughly 500 acres comprise the campus, lake and farm buildings, and another 500 acres is tillable and leased 
to outside farming concerns.  Mooseheart has more than eight miles of concrete and asphalt roads. 
 

BUILDINGS:  There are over 100 buildings located on the Mooseheart campus.  They provide facilities for student 
residences, the House of God, the health center, schools, gymnasiums, vocational buildings, administration offices, 
warehouses, garages, utilities, and farm buildings. 
 

MOOSEHEART LAKE:  Mooseheart Lake has 23 acres of water surface and an average depth of eight feet.  An is-
land, 1,000 feet long and averaging 150 feet wide, was created in the lake.  A bridge was built to connect the shore 
with the island.  The lake is stocked with fish and also provides boating facilities for the students. 
 

POPULATION: The population at Mooseheart varies.  In the late 1990s, it was between 225 and 275 students.  The 
capacity is about 400. 
SCHOOLS:  Mooseheart provides total education from nursery school through the 12th grade.  Mooseheart is a mem-
ber of the North Central Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools and is supervised by the Department of Pub-
lic Instruction, State of Illinois. 
Each student graduating from Mooseheart High School receives not only a diploma, but a vocational education certifi-
cate.  Each student is required to learn at least one trade, and must complete all requirements before he or she is 
awarded the vocational certificate.  There are several different vocational subjects from which to choose, some of 
which are taught on a co-op basis with local businesses. 
STUDENT BANK: The Mooseheart Student Bank was opened on August 15, 1928.  In early 1996, the bank was reor-
ganized as the Mooseheart branch of Merchants Bank (more recently Fifth Third Bank), a prominent Kane County 
financial institution.  Students may have both checking and savings accounts.  In addition, they may have a Christmas 
Savings Club and purchase United States Savings Bonds.  Every student is given allowance money, which is depos-
ited into the student bank.  They may also augment savings accounts through the work programs, both on and off cam-
pus.  Qualified high school students are employed at the bank itself as a cooperative vocational education program. 

Centralia Moose Lodge 1219 officers and Members are pleased to hosting the 2010 I.M.A. Golf Tournament. 
Friday July 16 will be the seniors and women. Seniors are 55 and older. Senior Men and women can play on 
Saturday and Sunday if they wish. Scores for Friday will not count for Saturday and Sunday. Tournament is 
open to all members and qualified guests. Men and Women can play together in the same foursome in all tour-
naments. 
Friday’s senior tournament will be a shotgun start at 9:00 A.M. Tee times for Saturday and Sunday will be on a 
first come first served basis. This tournament is open to all members and qualified guests. 
 

The 18-hole course at the Greenview Country Club facility in Centralia features 6,641yards of golf from the long-
est tees for a par of 72. The course rating is 71.1 and it has a slope rating of 123. This course is open yet pro-
vides an interesting challenge to the golfer. There are plenty of trees, water hazards and sand bunkers on this 
course. 
 

We will have Dinner on Friday of Fried Pollack fish dinner, Shrimp dinner for $5.50 and anything from the menu. 
Saturday morning we will have breakfast from 6:00 A.M. till 8:00 and lunch afterwards. Saturday evening dinner 
will be announced at a later date. We will have golf shirts and golf towels available to purchase.
